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But standing up for defense companies is nothing 
new for Hillary Clinton.  She hasn’t revealed where  
the $2.2 billion she’s earmarked as a Senator has 
gone, but we do know that she’s sent weapons 
makers millions of dollars for projects the Pentago n 
hadn’t even realized it needed. Obama and Edwards 
rail against earmarks, claiming they lead to wastef ul 
spending, but Hillary has voted against earmark 
“reform”, because she realizes how crucial 
earmarks are for getting tax money to the specific 
corporations that lobbied so hard for it.  And arms  
company employees certainly know who’s looking 
out for them – they’ve given more to Hillary than to  
any other candidate (Democrat or Republican).  

Other Democrats demonize our noble 
profession, just because it’s our job to 
influence politicians into steering tons 
of tax money to our employers, and 
they refuse to take any money from us.
